Stage 2 Language and Culture
Assessment Type 2: Interaction

Purpose

Students interact with others to exchange information, ideas, opinions and/or experiences in a spoken form in the target language.

Students may reflect on the way culture is created, expressed and communicated through language.

Description of Assessment

Students choose one of the following:

a. Two or three students together prepare the outline of a conversation they will have and will record for radio, on their or their family’s refugee/migration experience. Each will tell their story in a conversational style.

b. Two or three students together gather information or a story from their families and/or community about the difficulty or humour involved in adapting their culture to the Australian culture. Students then each prepare a series of questions to ask each other about their endeavour to adapt. 
c. Students prepare a presentation about their traditional food compared to what is available in Australia (a power point can be used). They talk about what changes have been required to adapt to Australian conditions and respond to questions and comments from the audience.

Area of Study

The focus of the study is from the area of ‘Contemporary Issues’. Students will explore personal stories and experiences and those from their family and /or community. 

Students should consider the following in their preparation:

· What story do I have to tell? Is the story well structured?

· How has my experience or that of others shaped or changed attitudes?

· What particular cultural features or use of language played a part in the experience(s)?

· How has the experience increased your understanding of the language and the culture?

Assessment Conditions

Prepared in class and at home, for presentation in class and recording. Maximum time up to 10 minutes.
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
