External Assessment: Summary
Research Project A: the summary is a maximum of 150 words if written, or a maximum of one minute for an oral presentation, or the equivalent in multimodal form
Research Project B: a written summary to a maximum of 150 words
The purpose of the summary is to provide background information about the topic and nature of the Research Project for the external assessors. The summary is assessed focusing on the specific feature S3.
Suggested contents:
· Research question and reasons for choice
· Research Outcome – brief description/explanation
An example: 
Research Question: How can I design and produce a mural outside the local swimming pool for under $300?
I really like murals and am interested in how they are both designed and commissioned. I wanted to put a proposal to the council about putting a mural at the front entrance of the new swimming pool on a small budget.
I researched murals and kept records about their similarities and differences; location, themes, size, materials, colour, artist’s name etc. I also read a number of magazines and articles and talked to my art teacher about design techniques and materials.  I interviewed three people who had completed commissions to produce murals in Australia, talked to quite a few councils who had supplied the money for public art and talked to the manager of the local swimming pool.
My Research Outcome consists of a work plan which includes a design, together with suggested materials, construction details, and costs.
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
