SUBMISSION OF MODERATION MATERIALS FOR ASSESSMENT TYPE 2: PRACTICAL

Frequently Asked Questions 

What materials can be submitted for moderation of Assessment Type 2: Practical?

Photographs or video evidence of each practical or body of resolved work are to be submitted electronically to the SACE Board for moderation of Assessment Type 2: Practical. A practitioner’s statement should accompany each.
What should the photographs or video recordings capture/demonstrate/highlight?

Evidence of the key features/signposts that a teacher considers demonstrates specific features at the standard awarded. Key features/signposts identify the significant characteristics of the practical work or body of resolved work that were considered by the teacher when the final assessment decision against the performance standards was recorded. 

The teacher, with a colleague where possible, should review the compilation of the photographs or video evidence to check that they reflect the specific features at the standard awarded.

How many photographs or videos can be submitted for each practical or body of resolved work?

For a 20-credit subject you may submit:

•
up to six images or 1 minute of video recording for each 2D, 3D, or multimodal piece of work (maximum of twelve digital photographs or 2 minutes of video recording for two pieces of work)

•
up to twelve images or 2 minutes of video recording for a body of resolved work.

For a 10-credit subject you may submit:

•
up to six images or 1 minute of video recording for each 2D, 3D, or multimodal piece of work 

•
up to six images or 1 minute of video recording for a body of resolved work.

Can I include more photographs or a longer video recording and let the moderation panel decide on which photographs or sections of video to view?

No. Teachers are responsible for being selective about the key features/signposts that demonstrate the specific features at the standard awarded. The number of photographs and length of the video recording must meet the specifications described above.

What qualities of photograph or video recording are most suitable for moderation?

Photographs or video evidence should provide clear images (refer to Submission of electronic files on the SACE website). Images should be of sufficient resolution to enable the student work to be seen at its best. Clear images can be of whole work as well as close-up details (not cropped images of the whole work) of each final practical or body of resolved work. An image that indicates the scale of each final practical or body of work can be included by showing the work hanging or installed in a space.
It is important that the selection of photographs of students’ practical works sent in for moderation is representative of all aspects of the work provided.
Are photographs or videos of student work submitted for each student?

All student work for school assessment must be completed, submitted to the teacher, and assessed before the school assessment online results sheets are completed. 
Teachers then select the sample of students whose school assessment work is to be submitted for final moderation.

For each assessment type, in the school assessment component teachers must provide:

·  The work of all students who are awarded a result of A+

·  The work of one student for each grade level awarded

Note: Where a result has not been given at a particular grade level, student work at that grade level is not required eg if no B+ result is given, student work at the B+ level is not required.

The SACE Board reserves the right to request an additional moderation sample at any time before the release of results. The SACE Board may invite schools to submit one or more additional moderation samples during the moderation period from Monday 20 November to Friday 15 December. School assessment materials for students who are not included in the moderation sample should be readily accessible throughout this period (refer to Moderation sample selection and preparation on the SACE website)

Should the evidence submitted for Assessment Type 2: Practical be submitted entirely in electronic format?

Photographic evidence must be submitted electronically (refer to Advice on preparing Stage 2 materials on the SACE website). 

Video recordings are to be submitted electronically.

The written practitioner’s statement(s) may be submitted electronically or in hard copy.
How should the photographs and video recordings be identified?

Evidence for Assessment Type 2: Practical must be accompanied by a cover sheet, which is located on the Visual Arts minisite, under Forms. The cover sheets can be submitted electronically or in hard copy.

It is essential that each student’s work is clearly identified. Saving student work following the preferred SACE format for uploading files to schools online is ideal eg student SACE number, course code, task: 782646J 2VAA20 AT1.jpg
When the work of multiple students is on one CD-R, DVD-/+R, or USB drive, please provide two copies. 
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
