COHORT/CONTEXT DESCRIPTION
	This should describe:
· the cohort of students (e.g. student background and learning needs)
This program will be used by three classes in this school. Most students are continuing from the Stage 1 ESL program but some are experiencing ESL classes for the first time, coming from other schools, countries and English classes.  As a result there is a disparate range of learning abilities as well as varying language and cultural backgrounds within the student group.


PROGRAM DESIGN

· the intended delivery of the program (e.g. students will undertake elements of the program off-campus, program delivered in single and block lessons across a 5-day cycle)

The aim of the Issue Analysis, an oral component in the way of an interactive discussion between the student and the teacher, is to expose students to the issue of ‘A Stolen or Lost Generation’, the various connotations, impact on and consequences for those affected. For the written response to this issue, students respond by developing a report and a commentary to an aspect on the topic of choice.
For the Text Production component, the first argumentative essay is based on the issues associated with genetic engineering. By analysing the film text Gattaca and the short story, Flowers For Algernon, students are exposed to a world view that raises questions about commitment and change and the inter-relationships between the two.

Students follow this with the viewing of the film, Pride and Prejudice, a documentary on ‘honour killings’, and reading news articles on ‘Arranged Marriages’. They then undertake a creative writing task based on one of a choice of topics. Creative tasks may take the form of writing diary entries, a letter, writing a sermon, rewriting an episode/ ending of the film or doing a satirical piece for those looking for a challenge. 

In the Investigation component students carry out research and conduct a tutorial and a written presentation either in an essay or report format on a topic of their own choice. The written presentation will include an abstract and the major findings of the investigation.
Through integrated formative work, students, wherever possible, have opportunities to practise, using similar work before they complete the summative item. During class discussion and conferencing times, students are able to establish different levels of understanding. Through the modelling and scaffolding processes, students are exposed to different writing styles and genres. This program aims to build on and enhance the students’ present language competencies so that they are able to achieve in school as well as participate fully in the wider community. 


capabilities, literacy and NUMERACY OPPORTUNITIES

Capabilities:  
Communication is the central focus of the program so that students can communicate within and across cultures. 
Students engage with and produce a range of texts with an emphasis on structure, purpose, audience, context, register, tone and style. Students have the opportunity to produce texts using ICT. Options to present multimodal orals using movie maker and/or PowerPoint are offered for the text analysis tasks. (Learning)
The program encourages students to develop citizenship by gaining knowledge and understanding ways in which language enables them to participate in all levels of society. 
Use of texts that are common in workplaces and in the community allows students to develop the understanding of purpose and audience and the need for accurate use of spoken and written English as well as competent use of ICT. They also develop independent research skills. (Personal Development)
Literacy and Numeracy skills
An achievement of a ‘C’ grade or better in this program contributes to the literacy requirement of the SACE. 
Students also have the opportunity to develop numeracy such as the understanding of spatial features of texts, interpreting statistical information from articles and including relevant statistics in a report, newsletter or oral presentation. 
During the Independent research task, students undertake collecting and collating primary data in the way of surveys.

	Should ‘A Lost or Stolen Generation’ be given an apology?
Students read/view texts and practise note taking. 

Class discussions enable students to participate, build confidence and work collaboratively.

They then research a lost/stolen generation issue of their choice to develop independent learning skills such as highlighting key information; annotating research material and summarising information.

Scaffolding will involve synthesizing information (paragraphs) and modelling of open-ended questions.

Students prepare PowerPoint presentations and palm cards.
Students discuss with the teacher the issue they have studied. They present information, and explain and substantiate their opinion on the issue after being asked open-ended questions requiring extended responses.

	Interactive Discussion: 

a maximum of 6 minutes


	Issue Analysis: Assessment 2

	Students write a report on an aspect of the issue analysis and comment on the processes used. 
The commentary could also include an evaluation of the relevance of the sources, the process used to determine the topic or findings that were interesting or unexpected.

	Written Response to Issue:

a maximum of  500 words


	Text Production: Assessment 3
Texts:
1) Film: Gattaca
2) Short Story: Flowers for Algernon – Daniel Keyes


	Students write an argumentative essay on an issue emanating from the texts read and viewed.

Students view/discuss issues/themes from film and read/analyse the story. 
In preparation students develop note taking skills, are provided with scaffolding/modelling of essay structure and learn how to embed in text references. 
Further skills in referencing and acknowledging resources in a bibliography will be emphasised during the drafting process. 
	Essay (Argument):
a maximum of 800 words


	Text Production: Assessment 4
Texts:

1) Film  Pride and Prejudice
2) Documentary  Honour Killings
News article/Short Story – Arranged Marriages
	For the creative writing task, students choose to write diary entries, a sermon, an episode/ending of the film, a letter or a satirical piece for those looking for a challenge. 

After viewing samples/exemplars of the options, students are explicitly taught the expected structure/layout/format.
	Creative Writing:

a maximum of 400 words



	Investigation:  Assessment 5

 Written Text
	After undertaking an investigation on a topic of their own choice, students either write an essay or a report.

Students will learn how to negotiate/devise appropriate topics. 
Research skills, in text and bibliographic references will be revised. Abstract writing will be practised after note taking/annotating exercises.
	Presentation (Written) which includes:
· an abstract (maximum of 200 words)

· findings of the investigation in either essay or report form (maximum of 1000 words).

	Investigation: : Assessment 6

Tutorial

	Prior to the tutorial, students prepare to answer questions for a discussion, and prepare ICT and other multimodal methods appropriate to their presentations.
For the tutorial, students give an overview of the content of the investigation that they researched, answer questions and lead a group discussion.
	Tutorial:

should be a maximum of 10 minutes.
 

	External assessment
Examination
	Students complete an examination that is divided into 2 parts. 

· Section 1: Listening Comprehension

The first section of the examination lasts for approximately 1 hour and requires students to listen and respond to two recorded texts.

· Section 2: Written Paper

The second section is a written paper that requires approximately 2 hours to complete. Students are required to read and interpret related texts to produce an extended written response and write a formal letter in response to a short written or visual text.
	3hr external examination:

· approximately 1 hour listening comprehension

· extended written response approximately 500 words

· formal letter approximately 200 words.
