Overall it would be a mature and older audience with a liking for more formal designs.

Front page:

· Large graphic gives a good idea of what food they sell.

· Visible title; blue coloured font against a white background to match the theme, placement is acceptable in the layout of the whole menu.

· All the writing is a reasonable font size and the title stands out.

· Writing about their featured cooking oil is unnecessary or not front page material, causes the front to look busy.

· Red symbol underneath the writing is a bit out of place, along with the cooking oil can.

Inside pages:

· Keeps the colour theme of blue but maybe a bit more of the teal colour required.

· Both pages are too busy, although the second page is easy to read because it is set up in rows and columns.

· Third page is definitely too busy; food graphics overlapping each other and the writing describing the meals barely fit onto the page.

· Price colours aren’t contrasting with the foods, should have used a cool colour like the blue or teal which would have kept with the theme.

Back page:

· Last page shouldn’t be as busy as this one.

· Graphics are placed well and text is easy to read.

· The description of the cooking oil is more in place here than it is at the front, also because it is already placed here, there is no need for it to be on the front.

The task was to create a menu for the Principal’s Dinner. It was to be A4 sized, foldable, and to include specified details.





Before beginning devising the menu, I investigated styles.  I made comments in the investigation section about a menu I found. This helped me to devise my own product because it demonstrated everything I disliked in a menu. Overcrowding, unnecessary words and too little white space made it unappealing to me and I made sure that they were not faults of my product.





I began by investigating fonts as this is vital. The audience for this menu would be a more mature group who would probably prefer sophisticated simplicity over bright, bold decoration. I began the planning in Microsoft Word using basic shapes without input texts or graphics. This stage was valuable as if we just rushed straight into producing it in Microsoft Publisher, we would not have put as much thought into it. Once the layout details such as the off centre fold and placement of graphics and text were planned, I transferred all my ideas onto Publisher where it was simple to change features that did not work the way I thought it would.





I kept the text black as this is often easier to read. A parchment texture background gave the menu a classic feel. After investigation, I chose a simple serif font for the titles and main text. I was concerned that the title font (Trajan Pro) was all capitals so when I discovered this font was not supported by the school system I changed to Georgia. I used Arial as my contrasting font.





The best part of this menu is the picture sidebar. I used Adobe Photoshop CS3 to blend six graphics together and left some navy blue background behind them to display the school colour. This sidebar also shows the cultural diversity in our school which would stand out to guests.





White space in the right place is important. It provides a sense of balance and won’t crowd your eyes. 





I am satisfied with my product and the process which I have taken to complete it. Although simple, it has met the requirements and I think the target audience would appreciate it too.
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
