Learning opportunities 


	Learning –  exploring key issues, such as sustainability versus financial gain, and work opportunities vs. exploitation of people and resources through an understanding and synthesising of key ideas, in the contributing disciplines:
· Geology 

· Economics

· Geography 

Work – understanding of employment and business opportunities in the mining industry, employability skills.

Citizenship – local and global implications of mining for people and the environment. 

Guest speakers from mining industry, online forums, interviews with people working in the industry, site visits.


	Learning – conceptual understanding and approach to inquiry and analysis. 

Citizenship – understanding and valuing different perspectives, including Indigenous peoples’ understanding of land. Importance of community, individuals and decision-making. 

Learning – application of Biology knowledge and skills (e.g. ecosystems, life cycles, experimentation) to draw conclusions and offer solutions to the mosquito issue. 
Site visits, data collection, survey/interviews of community members, guest speakers, community forums, local papers.
	Learning – understanding factors in coffee growing, different types of coffee, global sources of coffee and financial return to grower.

Citizenship

· global distribution and the impact on people and fair trade

· social benefits of coffee in Australia/local community.
Work – in the Food and Hospitality industry (Area of Study 5, from the Stage 1 Food and Hospitality subject outline). 

Restaurant and market visits, online forums and blogs, interviews with baristas.  
	Learning:
· forming hypothesis and undertaking social enquiry

· practical skill development and self evaluation 

· applying concept of change in response to competing demands and cultural mores.

Citizenship:
· the value of football to the individual and the community.

· Indigenous Australians’ contribution to the history of Australian rules and to the code now
· role of the media in shaping public opinion.

Personal development – fitness, self-awareness and well-being through personal achievement and deep understanding. 
Being coached, skill development, coaching others, observations, media analysis.



	Possible presentation and discussion ideas
	Class, small groups, or individual student focus on a particular mineral, issue or case study and present findings to an authentic audience such as at a career expo or online forum.
	Presentation of findings to local community. Individual student contribution to collective presentation.
	Demonstration of coffee making and an educational presentation to audience on variation in coffee types, styles and trade arrangements. 
	Individual presentation of learning to a purposefully selected audience.
