	Assessment Type 1: Agricultural Reports
Weighting 60%
	Design task

Cattle Feedlot Practical: Students work with the school’s feedlot cattle to conduct a production exploration incorporating growth rates and financial analysis. On completion of the exploration, they design an extension to explore a further aspect of intensive animal production. They deconstruct the parts of the problem to determine the most appropriate method for the exploration.

The report includes:
· introduction with relevant agricultural concepts and an investigable question 
· materials/apparatus, method/procedure outlining steps to be taken*

· identification and management of safety and/or ethical risks*

· results*

· analysis of results, identifying trends, and linking results to concepts

· evaluation of procedures and data, identifying sources of uncertainty

· conclusion

	Written production report incorporating analysis of the production data and carcase data. 1000 word limit. The materials, method outlining steps to be taken, identification and management of safety and ethical risks, and results sections are excluded from the word count. Students are assessed on their individual and collaborative practical skills.

	
	SHE task: Reproductive Technologies: Students research a recently developed reproductive technology in a field of their choice. The report includes a description of the science of the technique, how the reproductive process impacts on farmers, with a particular focus on economic outcomes, and the application of the technique in a commercial setting.

	The report, prepared over a two week, period should be a maximum of 1000 words if written or a maximum of 6 minutes for an oral presentation, or the equivalent in multimodal form.

	Assessment Type 2: Applications
Weighting 40%
 
	IPM Oral:  Students will present a 6 minute (max) individual oral discussion in a supervised setting, detailing an integrated pest management plan for their choice of an identified pest of livestock or crops. They will respond to four set questions from the assessor addressing the pest’s life cycle, impact on agribusinesses, integrated management strategies for commercial settings and sustainability. Impromptu questions will address ethical issues.

	Feed Budget: Students will assess a group of sheep and the feed on offer from the pasture. Using the data they collect, they will calculate a feed budget and make recommendations for a suitable feeding regime.
