Stage 2 Language and Culture
Assessment Type 3: Text Production

Purpose

Students create a written text to express information, ideas, opinions and/or experiences in the target language.

Students may reflect on the way culture is created, expressed and communicated through language.

Description of Assessment

Students negotiate with the teacher the text type they wish to use e.g. an article, advertisement, blog, broadsheet, brochure, diary entries, email(s), letter(s), report, review or short story.

The writing may be informative, imaginative, narrative, personal, persuasive or descriptive.

Here are three examples:

a. Students one or two diary entries to reflect on school and the challenges of being successful as a person from a different cultural and language background.

b. Students write a report for a newsletter or paper on a member of the community who assisted other members of the community to adapt to a new way of life.

c. Students write a story for younger members of the community or family that aims to teach a value/values.

Area of Study

The focus of the study is from the areas of ‘Contemporary Issues’, ‘Stories from the Community’ or ‘Language for Different Purposes’. 

Students should consider the following in their preparation:

· What story do I have to tell? Is the story well structured?

· Do I understand what a text type is and have I followed its structure? e.g. if I have chosen diary entries, have I used personal language, emotions and reflection? If I have chosen a story, have I used dialogue as well as narrative, does it capture the reader’s interest?

· What particular cultural features or use of language played a part in the writing?

Assessment Conditions

A draft prepared in class and at home, with a final draft for assessment. Length 300 words.
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
